Associate Teacher Permit: Once students have completed ECE 300, 312,
314 and 320, and completed 50 days of teaching experience (3 hours
minimum per day) they can apply for an Associate Teacher Permit
through the Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC). Students
finishing both ECE 320 and 321 practicum classes will have completed
50-60 days of experience. Because the experience is valid for two years,
it is a good idea to take ECE 320 and 321 within that period. Students
working in a licensed early childhood program are already completing
those days of experience. Full-time faculty are trained to provide support
with the application process. We hold a permit session in the fall and
spring, as well as by appointment.

Teacher Permit: Once students have completed this certificate and 175
days of teaching experience they can apply for a Teacher Permit
through the CTC.
