Scheduling Notes:

Other Notes:

To enroll in SWCD 362, students
must complete the ARC Human
Services internship selection
process, which includes an out-
of-class orientation and
application process.

The second semester internship
(SWCD 498) involves
approximately 24 hours of work
experience plus three 50-
minute sessions on campus.
